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Connector provides missing link

MARIETTA - Cobb commissioners on Tuesday unanimously approved the $38.8 million
Macland Road Connector project, with the new road scheduled to open in mid-2012.

Cobb had been considering the project since 1985, but finally can move forward, financing
the 2.8-mile four-lane divided road with money from the 2005 voter-approved 1-cent Special
Purpose Local Option Sales Tax.

"The motion carries 5-0 after 22 years," Cobb Chairman Sam Olens said upon the connector's
passage.

The route commissioners approved Tuesday will connect Macland and Windy Hill roads where
Macland intersects with Powder Springs road, cross Callaway Road, connecting with Austell
Road, moving traffic to Windy Hill Road and east to Interstate 75.

Construction is set to begin early in 2010 following land and right of way acquisition and
environmental studies and permitting for the project.

The connector will consist of four lanes, two in each direction divided by a landscaped
median, but Galante said Cobb would buy enough right-of-way to possibly expand the project
to a six-lane divided road in the future.

Cobb Transportation Department Engineering manager Bob Galante said a bottleneck results
when the average 27,000 vehicles a day on Macland Road merge with the daily 24,000
vehicles on Powder Springs Road and continue on the latter.

A similar problem exists on the west end of the future connector, he said, when traffic on
Windy Hill Road merges with Austell Road and continues on Austell.

"So what's the solution?" Galante asked. "The solution is the missing link, and there it is, to
connect those two bottlenecks and provide congestion relief."

In other action Tuesday, commissioners:

n Conducted a public hearing on and unanimously approved the "2030 Comprehensive Plan:
Mapping Cobb's Future.”

n Unanimously approved Local Assistance Road Program Contracts for fiscal year 2008 with
the Georgia Department of Transportation to resurface 23 county-maintained streets at a
value of $2.06 million, which SPLOST money also will partially fund.

n Unanimously approved fare and ticket restructuring and additional holiday service plans for
Cobb Community Transit effective Nov. 1.

According to the county, CCT has experienced significant ridership increases in excess of 10
percent each of the past four years and served more than 4.2 million trips in 2006.

The agency's operating budget has increased from $6.67 million in 1996 to $16.39 million in
2007 - up 145 percent - much of which can be attributed to an 81 percent increase in the
cost of diesel fuel.

A company that evaluated CCT noted that present fares are below the national average and
would dip 25 percent below average in 2008 if they arewn't raised.

Proposals based on a study include a 25-cent base fare increase to $1.50, a 20-cent youth
18-and-younger fare increase to $1, a 15-cent increase for seniors and disabled riders to 75
cents, a paratransit adult fare increase of 50 cents to $3 and a paratransit youth far increase
of 40 cents to $3. Other multi-day packages also would increase.
